36.8 percent from the field...Ryan Iversen came off
the bench to score a team-high 13 points and pull six
rebounds while Mike Ames added 11 points and
David Lunn chipped in with 10 points and a team-
high seven rebounds...Hofstra, which won for the
third time in the last four outings, got a team-high 20
points and six assists from Apodaca while Kenny
Adeleke added 19 points and a game high 16
rebounds...Hofstra led 29-24 at halftime but UD
came out quickly in the second half and tied it up at
31-31 on a three-pointer by Ames two minutes
in...the Pride regained control and led for the rest of
the half until the closing minutes when lversen knot-
ted the score at 53-53 on a layup with 3:25 remain-
ing...the Hens took their first lead of the second half
at 58-57 on a three-pointer by Rulon Washington at

As Simple as Making Shots It Starts with Slattery

Delaware’'s success has really just depended on
making baskets lately.

In David Henderson'’s two-plus seasons, Delaware is
46-37. In that span, 24 of 37 losses have come with
UD shooting under 40% from the field (5-24 when
shooting less than 40%). In nine of Delaware’s loss-
es this season, UD has shot less than 40%.

At the other end of the spectrum, when UD shoots
better than 50%, it is 16-1 under Henderson.

This season, UD has shot 45.3% in its wins, but
just 36.5% in its losses.

Coming Around...

Delaware’s David Lunn looks like his game is com-
ing around.

Lunn suffered through an injury-plagued first two
seasons at Delaware. The 6-4 guard from Baltimore,
MD needed shoulder surgery for a recurring injury two
years ago.

Last year, as his playing time began to increase,
Lunn broke a finger in a game at Penn. The fracture was
complicated by a bone cyst, which forced Lunn to have
a bone graft to fix the finger and, thus, miss the last 14
games of the season.

Lunn has scored in double-figures in five of the
last eight games. He had a career-high 15 points in the
win over Drexel, and followed that up with career-highs
in steals (six) and rebounds (eight) in the very next game
— a win over Towson — and then had a career-high
assists (seven) against William & Mary.

de Man Returns Home

Freshman forward Machiel de Man had been grant-
ed a leave of absence by head coach David Henderson.

Henderson announced in mid-January that de
Man has decided not to return to Delaware.

“Machiel felt he needed to step away to take care of
some personal business and we will respect his wishes,”
said Henderson.

de Man had not appeared in UD’s first seven games.

Give Him a Kick Start

If it wouldn't result in long term damage and a
prison term, the UD coaching staff might consider
beating on Ryan lversen before a big game.

Iversen has been kicked in the head during
practice twice this season, resulting both times in
him leaving practice because of dizziness.

The first time, November 30, he came back the
next day and had a triple-double against LIU.

The second time, January 29, he returned two
days later to hit 6-of-9 from 3-pt. range and score
a career-high 23 points.

Mike Slattery took over the starting point guard slot
the second half of last season. The move started paying
dividends almost immediately.

Slattery, a native of Philadelphia and product of
Germantown Academy, had 94 assists as a freshman,
while playing just 19.7 minutes per game.

Slattery has continued that play this season, while
his minutes have nearly doubled (from 19.7 to 35.4). He

Since taking over the starting slot last season, in
35 starts Slattery has 193 assists and just 83
turnovers... a 2.33 ast./TO ratio. In those 35 starts,
Slattery has only had a “minus” night (more TO’s
than assists) twice, one of those in the last outing
against Hofstra. Slattery has five or more assists in
20 of his last 29 games, including 15 times this sea-
son.

Against UNC Greensboro, Slattery had a career-
high 15 assists. It was the most by a Blue Hen in 20
years and tied for the second-highest single-game total
in school history. It was also a Carpenter Center record.

In that game, Slattery played all 40 minutes and had
15 assists versus just one turnover. The 15 assists were
also one shy of a CAA record.

Slattery, however, did not stop there. He had 17
points and 10 assists at Siena. In his 38 minutes, he
had just three turnovers.

He duplicated his 15-assist performance in
Delaware’s home win against William & Mary.
Slattery is the only player in the nation this year to
record multiple 15-assist games. Last year, only BYU's
Matt Montague accomplished the feat.

In UD’s 12 wins, he has 85 assists (7.1 apg).

Of course, distributing the ball is nothing new to
Slattery. When he was at Germantown Academy, a big
part of his role was getting the ball to a couple of guys by
the names of Matt Walsh, who is already making a name
for himself as a freshman at U. of Florida, Ted Skuchas,
a freshman who is redshirting at Vanderbilt, and Lee
Melchioni, who is in his freshman season at Duke.

Three-point Facts

As mentioned previously,
Delaware has made at least one
three-point field goal in each of
the last 375 games dating back
to Nov. 28, 1990. Bucknell was
the last team to hold Delaware
without a three-pointer. The
Bison held Delaware to O-for-2 in
a 71-62 Bucknell win in East
Coast Conference play.

Putting that into proper per-
spective, sophomore Mike
Slattery was age 7 when UD last
had a game without a three-
point field goal.

In all, Delaware has made at
least one three-pointer in all but
five games (485 out of 490
games) since the implementa-
tion of the three-point line
throughout the NCAA in 1986-
87. (Some conferences had an
experimental line before that.)

One of the five games that
UD failed to make a three-point
field goal was the very first
game the rule was in effect. It
wasn’t until Delaware’s second
game against Washington
College (MD) that Brad Heckert
made the first-ever 3-pt. field
goal by a Blue Hen. (It came on
Dec. 3, 1986 with 13:43 left in
the first half).

The current streak of 375
games was started by Mark
Haughton on Dec. 5, 1990
against St. Francis (PA). He hit a
three-pointer from the left wing
with 4:22 remaining in the first
half. UD lost the game, 72-70.
That shot, however, began UD’s
current string.

Furthermore, UD has con-
nected on 200 or more three-
pointers in each of the last four
seasons. The Blue Hens hit for
251 in 2000-01, breaking the
record of 243 from the season
before. When they hit 243 trifec-
tas in 1999-2000, that broke the
team record of 207 set in 1998-
99. Last year, UD connected
from behind the arc 214 times.

UD has made 10 or more 37
times since the rule was imple-
mented, including four times last
year and three times this year.

In fact, UD has made five or
more three-pointers in 100 of its
last 114 games, including 26 of
the last 29. (UD had its streak of
13 straight games with five or
more three-pointers snapped in
the win over E. Washington.)

Second Half “D”

In UD’s wins this season, it
allowed 31.2 ppg in the second
half. In the losses, the number
jumped to 40.5 ppg.

Not Just Any 6th Man

Tonight's probable starting line-up has Ryan
Iversen coming off of the bench. However, that does-
n't mean Iversen won't play a lot of minutes.

Iversen had appeared in all 65 games of his UD
career before missing the UNC Greensboro game with
back spasms. In his career, Iversen has only started
seven games... much of that because of his diversity
as a guard, and comfort level coming off of the bench.

However, Iversen has never played less than 14
minutes in 75 career games off of the bench and
has played 20 or more minutes in 59 of those 75
games.

Iversen’s coming off the bench made his per-
formance against LIU this season that much more
impressive. The 6-3 former linebacker (at U. of
Minnesota) recorded a triple-double — the second in
UD history - in the win over LIU. He finished with 12
points and career-highs with 17 rebounds and 11
assists in 28 minutes. He actually got the triple-
double with 5:14 left... meaning he got the trifec-
ta in 23 minutes.

Iversen ranks fifth in steals (1.8) in the CAA
and is also eighth in rebounding.

Ready, Ames... Fire!

Mike Ames led the CAA in three-point field goal
shooting last season. Ames hit 73 of 160 from behind
the arc (45.6%).

Although he missed several weeks during the pre-
season due to a torn meniscus, which contributed to his
slow start this season (9-35 from three-point range in
the first five games), Ames had a streak of 18 straight
games with at least one three-point field goal before
being shutout by Rider on Dec. 14. The 18-game string
tied for the third-longest in UD history.

He also began last season by hitting at least one
three-point field goal in 14 straight games.

Ames looks like he has started to find his stroke
again. He has a three-pointer in each of the last 18
games. In those 18 games (since the 9-35 start), he
has averaged 16.2 ppg, shooting 39.4% from three-
point range (52-132).

Ames had a streak of 31 made consecutive free
throws earlier this season, tied for the fourth longest
streak in UD history and in CAA history.

Along with leading the league in free throw per-
centage (93.8%), Ames is No. 10 in the CAA in scoring
at 15.1 ppg. He is also second in three-pointers per
game (2.76) and seventh in three-point pct. (37.4%).

Ames is 153-374 from 3-pt. range in 79 career
games at Delaware (40.9%), which would rank No. 4
in 3-pt. field goal pct. in school history. His 153
career three-pointers rank him No. 4 in UD history.

Kanga-ROO

No wonder Rulon Washington’s nickname is
“Roo”. It might be short for Kanga-ROO.

Washington, a native of Jacksonville, FL, comes to
Delaware with a 40-inch vertical leap. He proved that
with an ally-oop dunk in UD’s exhibition win over a
team from Ukraine.

Washington graduated from Edward White HS in
the spring of 2001. However, he wasn't recruited by
Division | schools (partially because he had four HS
coaches in four years), so he chose to stay in
Jacksonville and play in Grayson Marshall’s midnight
league. Marshall, a former Clemson player (1985-88),
called Henderson and put him onto “Roo.”

Not the First from the Island

Anwar Rohan earned a walk-on spot with the
squad in pre-season practice.

Rohan, a 6-2 freshman guard, is from St. Thomas,
Virgin Islands. However, he is NOT the first UD bas-
ketball player from the American Territory. Elsworth
Bowers, who lettered three seasons at UD (1986-89),
hailed from St. Croix, VI.

40-minute Men

In recent seasons, Delaware has been a tough
team to beat when it has a halftime lead.

Delaware is 102-16 over the last six seasons
(including this one) when leading at the half,
including a 33-8 mark during head coach David
Henderson’s tenure.

That mark gets better when UD is at home. At the
BCC, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 73-8 when leading
at the half since the arena opened. UD has won 62
of the last 67 at home when leading at intermission.

Under David Henderson, Delaware is 21-3 when
leading at the half at home.

Furthermore, if Delaware has lead of six points
or more at half, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 60-2
over the last six seasons.

Gotta’ Score 60

With the CAA known as one of the top defensive
leagues around, points are at a premium.

With that said, Delaware is 3-19 over the last
four seasons (including 1-3 this season) when held
to less than 60 points.



Daddy’s Little Girl UD Inks Four to NLIs

UD assistant coach Billy Martin’s daughter,
Chantel, is a key member of the Campbell
University women’s basketball team this season.

Chantel, a sophomore guard, has been the
Camels’ first player off the bench for most of the sea-
son, averaging 7.3 ppg (third on the team) and 2.3 rpg
in 17.8 minutes per game through the first 19 games
of the season.

She had 14 points in her first collegiate start last
Saturday, a 67-61 home loss to Mercer. On Thursday,
however, she played just four minutes before suffer-
ing a sprained ankle in a win over Florida Atlantic.
She did not play in Saturday’s loss to Central Florida.

CU (8-14, 4-7) travels to Belmont on Thursday.

No Splinters on this Squad

David Henderson has used his bench a lot dur-
ing his tenure at Delaware.

During Henderson's tenure, the UD bench has
scored in double-figures in 78 of 83 games.
Currently, Delaware’s bench has scored in double-
figures in 53 consecutive games. Delaware’s bench
was last held to less than 10 points on March 10,
2001 by Hofstra (8) in the America East title game.

In seven of UD’s wins, the Blue Hens scored 32
or more bench points (32, 35, 39, 39, 40, 42, 48).

Last season, UD’s bench averaged 28.3 ppg and
scored 20 or more points in 27 of 30 games.

This season, 10 players have scored in double-
figures for Delaware at least once. The only players
that have not scored in double-figures this year are
Robin Wentt, who played in just one game before
undergoing season-ending shoulder surgery, and
walk-on Anwar Rohan.

Houdini-like Hens

This season, the Blue Hens have made some great
escapes.

In five of Delaware’s wins this season, the Blue
Hens have trailed by five points or more in the
second half, only to come from behind for the win.

This season, Delaware is 6-1 in games decided
by four points or less. Last year, UD was just 2-4 in
those games, including three losses in conference
play.

Earlier this season, Delaware won three con-
secutive games by two points or less (at William &
Mary, home vs. VCU, and at Old Dominion) - a
first in UD’s 98 seasons of basketball.

Delaware almost rallied for two more wins.
Delaware rallied from an 11-point deficit to within 50-
49, before UNC Wilmington pulled away, 68-62, back
on January 18. At Hofstra, Delaware came back from
a seven-point deficit to retake the lead, only to fall in
the final seconds, 64-62.

Charitable Turnaround

After the UNC Greensboro game, Delaware coach
David Henderson was furious with his squad for their
horrific foul shooting. That has since changed, how-
ever.

Following the UNCG game, in which Delaware
shot just 13-26 from the line, UD was shooting
just 59.6% from the foul line (62-104).

Since then, over the last 14 games, UD is
shooting 74.3% from the line (237-319) to raise
the season mark up to 70.7%.

UD head coach David Henderson announced the
signing of four student-athletes during the early NLI
signing period.

The Blue Hens have signed NLI commitments from
6-8 F Henry Olawoye [pronounced Oh-luh-way) (St.
Mark’s Prep [MA]/Woonsocket, RI), 6-7 F Octavius
Flowers (Community Christian Academy/Wilson, NC),
6-7 F Herb Courtney (Hatboro-Horsham HS/Horsham,
PA), and 6-8 F Lebo (pronounced Lay-bo) Maepa
(Durban HS/Johannesburg, South Africa).

Maepa, having graduated from Durban
December, enrolled at UD in January.

Olawoye is a Woonsocket, RI native who enrolled two
years ago at St. Mark’s Prep School in Southbourough,
MA, a suburb of Boston. Last season, he earned All-
Independent School League honors at St. Mark’s, aver-
aging 14.8 and 9.3 rpg. He also earned all-tournament
honors at the Boys Club of New York Holiday Classic. He
is also a member of St. Mark’s baseball squad.

Flowers transferred to Community Christian
Academy in Wilson, NC this season after spending the
last three seasons at Wayne Country Day School. At
Wayne Country Day, he averaged 20.2 points, 11.4
rebounds, 5.9 blocks and 3.1 assists per game as a jun-
ior. Last season, playing on the top-ranked high school
team in North Carolina with a 22-3 mark, he earned all-
conference honors and honorable mention all-state acco-
lades.

Flowers, a native of Goldsboro, NC, also earned all-
conference honors as a sophomore, averaging 14.6 ppg,
9.8 rpg and 3.8 bpg as his team was ranked No. 4 in the
state. He is ranked as one of the Top 35 players in the
Carolinas by HoopScoop Online.

Courtney is a native of Hatboro, PA and product of
Hatboro-Horsham HS. He averaged 16 points and 10
rebounds per contest and All-Suburban One League
honors last season at Hatboro-Horsham. He is ranked as
one of the Top 20 players in the Delaware Valley by
HoopScoop Online.

Maepa Joins Team

Lebo (Lay-BO) Maepa (MAY-PUH), a native
Johannesburg, So. Africa, has joined the squad for the
second semester and will spend his redshirt season.

Maepa, a member of the South African national
team, signed an NLI during the early period. However,
because South African schools run on a different calen-
dar, Maepa has already earned his high school degree
from Durban HS in Dec. 2001 and is enrolled in UD’s
winter session. He will practice and travel with the team.

Slattery Hits 200

Mike Slattery recorded his 200th collegiate assist
on January 29 at Hofstra. Slattery achieved the
milestone in his 48th game, third fastest at UD, and is
the 20th Blue Hen to reach the 200-assist mark.

In comparison, Brian Pearl (46 games) and Taurence
Chisholm (25 games) started each of their first two sea-
sons, while Slattery did not gain the starting nod until
the middle of last season.

Nana Transfers to UD

David Henderson confirmed Wednesday that for-
ward Harding Nana has enrolled in classes at Delaware.

Nana, a 6-8 native of Douala, Cameroon, will not
practice with the Blue Hens this season, although he is
permitted to do so under NCAA rules. Instead, Nana will
enroll in a regular class schedule and is expected to join
the team for the 2003-04 season. Under NCAA transfer
regulations, Nana will not be eligible for competition
until Dec. 20 - when UD's fall semester is complete.

Nana asked for his release from Virginia Tech on
Dec. 14. He played in three games in 2001-02 for the
Hokies before receiving a medical redshirt. He did not
appear in any games this season.

Nana attended Newport School in Kensington, MD.
He averaged 11 ppg and 11 rpg on a team that finished
30-8 and had four other current Division | players. He
then attended Notre Dame Prep in Middleburg, MA for
one year. At Notre Dame Prep, Nana averaged 12.3 ppg
and 8.0 rpg.
