D e l a w a re split the two exhibition games it played
earlier this month. (Box scores for both games and
exhibition cumulative stats can be found in the stats
section of tonight’s notes.)

• On November 5, senior guard Mike Ames scored a
game-high 29 points, including five three-pointers and
p e rfect eight for eight shooting from the foul line, to lead
the University of Delaware men's basketball team to a
76-63 win over Team Ezybonds from Australia in the
Blue Hens' exhibition opener at the Bob Carpenter
C e n t e r.

Ames, a 6-3 guard from Pottsville, PA (St. Pius X HS)
and a pre-season Colonial Athletic Association first
team selection, scored 10 of Delaware's first 14 points
and finished with 14 in the opening half as the Hens
built a 36-28 lead at intermission. He added two big
t h ree-pointers and four free throws in the final 10 min-
utes of the game to hold off a late Ezybonds charg e .

D e l a w a re junior guard Mike Slattery, the re t u rn i n g
CAA assist leader and a pre-season second team selec-
tion, added 13 points and a game-high six assists while
David Lunn added 10 points. The Hens connected on
24 of 33 free thro w s .

The Blue Hens led for the entire first half, contro l-
ling the action and leading by at least five points over
the last five minutes of play. The Hens went up by as
much as 11 points at 34-23 following a dunk by fre s h-
man Henry Olawoye and a jumper by Slattery.

D e l a w a re took a 36-28 lead into halftime and went
back up by 11 points again at 52-41 in the second half
on a three-pointer by Ames with 10:42 remaining. But
Ezybonds fought back and finally tied the game for the
first time at 54-54 on a three-pointer by Braith Cox with
8:17 remaining. Ezybonds took its only lead of the night
at 56-54 seconds later on a jumper by Emile Sheppard .

But the Hens rallied to put the game away, scoring
10 straight points, including two Ames thre e - p o i n t e r s ,
a Lunn jumper, and two Slattery free throws, to go back
up 64-56 with six minutes left. Ezybonds pulled to
within three at 66-63 on two Cox free throws with 3:13
left, but Ames answered with four straight free thro w s
to put the game away.

• On November 12, The University of Delaware
men's basketball team let a 14-point second half lead
slip away and dropped its final pre-season exhibition
game Wednesday night with a 77-73 setback to Big
Apple Basketball.

D e l a w a re jumped out to a 46-38 halftime lead and
went up by as much as 14 points at 53-39 two minutes
into the second half before Big Apple fought back and
c a p t u red the victory.

Senior guard Mike Ames led the Blue Hens with 21
points, including five three-pointers, while junior guard
Mike Slattery scored 15 points and dished out six
assists and Robin Wentt added 13 points and a game-
high 10 rebounds. Delaware outrebounded Big Apple
46-39 for the game but shot just 30.8 percent from the
field (12 of 39) in the second half.

Ames and Wentt combined for 24 first half points to
pace the Hens to a 46-38 lead at intermission. A quick
start in the second half, fueled by a three-pointer and a
jumper from Ames and Henry Olawoye's layup, gave the
Hens their biggest lead of the night at 53-39 with 17:51
re m a i n i n g .

But Big Apple quickly rallied, outscoring Delaware
18-4 over the next seven minutes and finally tying the
game at 57-57 on two free throws by Igwe with 11:02
left. Seven-footer Ned Rolsma (Te n n e s s e e - M a r t i n )
s c o red five points in the run while Nate Brown (St.
Peter’s) and Robert Hodgson (Rutgers) nailed thre e -
p o i n t e r s .

The game featured seven ties and five lead changes
over the next eight minutes as neither team led by more
than two points. After Slattery hit a jumper with 2:55
left to tie the game at 77-77, Big Apple controlled the
rest of the game. Rolsma connected on a layup, Djibril
Kanter (Indiana State) slammed home a dunk off a feed
f rom JaJa Bey (Long Island U.), and Bey added a layup
with seven seconds left to clinch the victory.

Three-point Facts

As mentioned pre v i o u s l y ,
D e l a w a re has made at least one
t h ree-point field goal in each of
the last 382 games dating back
to Nov. 28, 1990. Bucknell was
the last team to hold Delaware
without a thre e - p o i n t e r. The
Bison held Delaware to 0-for-2 in
a 71-62 Bucknell win in East
Coast Conference play.

Putting that into proper per-
spective, f reshman Herb
Courtney turned six years old o n
the day that UD was last held
without a three-point field goal.

In all, Delaware has made at
least one three-pointer in all but
five games (492 out of 497
games) since the implementa-
tion of the three-point line
t h roughout the NCAA in 1986-
87. (Some conferences had an
experimental line before that.)

One of the five games that
UD failed to make a thre e - p o i n t
field goal was the very first
game the rule was in effect. It
wasn’t until Delaware’s second
game against Wa s h i n g t o n
College (MD) that Brad Heckert
made the first-ever 3-pt. field
goal by a Blue Hen. (It came on
Dec. 3, 1986 with 13:43 left in
the first half).

The current streak of 382
games was started by Mark
Haughton on Dec. 5, 1990
against St. Francis (PA). He hit a
t h ree-pointer from the left wing
with 4:22 remaining in the first
half. UD lost the game, 72-70.
That shot, however, began UD’s
c u r rent string.

F u r t h e rm o re, UD has con-
nected on 200 or more thre e -
pointers in each of the last five
seasons. The Blue Hens hit for
251 in 2000-01, breaking the
re c o rd of 243 from the season
b e f o re. When they hit 243 trifec-
tas in 1999-2000, that broke the
team re c o rd of 207 set in 1998-
9 9 .

UD has made 10 or more
t h ree-pointers 38 times since the
rule was implemented.

In fact, UD has made five or
m o re three-pointers in 107 of its
last 121 games, including 33 of
the last 36.

Second Half “D”
In UD’s 15 wins last season,

it allowed 31.7 ppg in the sec-
ond half. In the 14 losses, the
number jumped to 39.9 ppg. 

In Delaware’s opener, the
Blue Hens held Mt. St. Mary’s to
22 points in the second half on
6-20 FG shooting (after MSM
shot 17-32 in the first half).

D e l a w a re’s success has really just depended on
making baskets lately.

In David Henderson’s three-plus seasons, Delaware
is 50-40. In that span, 25 of 40 losses have come with
UD shooting under 40% from the field (5-25 when
shooting less than 40%). In 10 of Delaware’s losses
last season, UD shot less than 40%.

At the other end of the spectrum, when UD shoots
better than 50%, it is 18-1 under Henderson.

As Simple as Making Shots

Mike Slattery took over the starting point guard slot
the second half of his freshman season. The move start-
ed paying dividends almost immediately.

Slattery, a native of Philadelphia and product of
G e rmantown Academy, had 94 assists as a fre s h m a n ,
while playing just 19.7 minutes per game. 

Slattery continued that play last season, while his
minutes nearly doubled (from 19.7 to 35.7). He led the
CAA in assists per game at 6.2, which also ranked No.
18 in
Division I.

S l a t t e r y
also ranked
eighth in
the CAA in
steals (1.76)
and second
in assist/TO
ratio (2.32).

Since tak-
ing over the
starting slot
as a fresh-
man, in 42 starts Slattery has 238 assists and just
103 turnovers... a 2.31 ast./TO ratio. In those 42
starts, Slattery has only had a “minus” night (more
TO’s than assists) three times. Slattery has five or
m o re assists in 25 of his last 35 games, including the
season-opener this season.

Against UNC G re e n s b o ro last year, Slattery had a
c a re e r-high 15 assists. It was the most by a Blue Hen
in 20 years and tied for the second-highest single-game
total in school history. It was also a Carpenter Center
re c o rd .

In that game, Slattery played all 40 minutes and had
15 assists versus just one turn o v e r. The 15 assists were
also one shy of a CAA re c o rd .

Slattery, however, did not stop there. He had 17
points and 10 assists at Siena. In his 38 minutes, he
had just three turn o v e r s .

He duplicated his 15-assist perf o rmance in
Delaware’s home win against William & Mary.
Slattery was one of two players in the nation last
year to re c o rd multiple 15-assist games. ( L I U ’ s
Antawn Dobie was the other. )

In UD’s 15 wins last season, Slattery had 103
assists (6.9 apg).

Of course, distributing the ball is nothing new to
Slattery. When he was at Germantown Academy, a big
part of his role was getting the ball to a couple of guys by
the names of Matt Wa l s h, who made a name for himself
as a freshman last year at U. of Florida, Ted Skuchas, a
redshirt freshman at Vanderbilt, and Lee Melchioni,
who is in his sophomore season at Duke.

D e l a w a re rallied from 13 points down to win its sea-
son opener over Mt. St. Mary’s, 75-72, on Friday night.

All-time, the Blue Hens are 49-50 in season open-
ers, including 2-2 under David Henderson. The Blue
Hens lost at La Salle, 73-56, in the 2002-03 season
o p e n e r. In the last 10 season openers, the Fightin’
Blue Hens are 8-2.

With the win on Friday, UD avoided losing con-
secutive season openers for the first time in a
d e c a d e . D e l a w a re last lost consecutive season openers
in 1992-93 and 1993-94 (a loss at Seton Hall in the Pre -

For Openers

Delaware opened its 99th season of men’s basket-
ball... and once again it is on the road.

Mike Ames is on the verge of becoming the most
p rolific three-point shooter in UD h i s t o r y .

Last year, the Phoenixville, PA p roduct became t h e
first Fightin’ Blue Hen to re c o rd 70 or more thre e
pointers in two seasons... whats more he did in con-
secutive seasons (73 each of the last two years).

A m e s, who has had streaks of 14, 18 and 21 con-
secutive games with a three-pointer during the last two
seasons, enters this season with 165 thre e - p o i n t e r s
in his collegiate care e r. He needs 46 to tie Kestutis
M a rciulionis’ (pronounced Kuh-stoo-tis Mar- s h a - l o e -
nis) career re c o rd of 211 thre e - p o i n t e r s .

A m e s, who is also approaching Marciulonis’ thre e -
point attempts re c o rd of 611, is shooting 39.5% for his
c a re e r, which ranks him in the Top 10 at UD.

The lone senior of the UD squad, Ames was named
to the coaches’ second-team All-CAA squad in the pre -
season and the media’s first-team All-CAA s q u a d .

Ames has 46 double-figure scoring games at
D e l a w a re, including nine 20-point games. He needs
103 points to become the 22nd player at Delaware to
surpass the 1,000 care e r-point mark.

In addition, Ames has appeared in 67 consecutive
games and has made 55 consecutive starts, both are
the longest streaks among active Blue Hens.

Ready, Ames... Fire!

No wonder Rulon Washington’s nickname is
“Roo”. It might be short for Kanga-ROO.

Washington, a native of Jacksonville, FL,has a
40-inch vertical leap.

Washington, who had a career-high 17 points
off the bench on 7-8 shooting from the field in
D e l a w a re’s season-opening win over Mt. St.
Mary’s, graduated from Edward White HS in the
spring of 2001. However, he wasn’t recruited by
Division I schools (partially because he had four HS
coaches in four years), so he chose to stay in
Jacksonville and play in Grayson Marshall’s midnight
league. Marshall, a former Clemson player (1985-88),
called Henderson and put him onto “Roo.”

He appeared in 22 games last season as a fresh-
man, missing most of February with a separated
shoulder.

Kanga-ROO

In recent seasons, Delaware has been a tough
team to beat when it has a halftime lead.

Delaware is 104-16 over the last six seasons
when leading at the half, including a 35-8 mark
during head coach David Henderson’s tenure.

That mark gets better when UD is at home. At the
BCC, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 73-8 when leading
at the half since the arena opened. UD has won 62
of the last 67 at home when leading at intermission. 

Under David Henderson, Delaware is 21-3 when
leading at the half at home.

Furthermore, if Delaware has lead of six points
or more at half, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 62-2
over the last six seasons.

40-minute Men

One considerable change while Mike Slattery h a s
been the starting point guard has been a decrease in
t u rn o v e r s .

That wasn’t the
case though in
UD’s opener. For
the second straight
season opener, UD
struggled with
t u rnovers, commit-
ting 24.

Each of the last
two seasons,
D e l a w a re has aver-
aged 13.4 turn o v e r s
per game, which
rank as the third-lowest average by a UD team in the
last 25 years.

Since Slattery took over the starting job midway
t h rough the 2001-02 season, UD’s turnovers dropped to
just over 13 per game in the last 1-1/2 seasons, down
f rom 18 during the previous 1-1/2 seasons.

America this season. He is majoring in criminal jus-
tice.

University of Delaware’s men’s basketball coach
David Henderson has announced the signing of
g u a rd / f o r w a rd Sam McMahon during the National
Letter of Intent program’s early signing period.

McMahon, 6-5 and 215 lbs., graduated fro m
J e fferson City HS in Missouri last season and is cur-
rently enrolled at Bridgton Academy in North Bridgton,
ME. A native of Lohman, Missouri, McMahon finished
his playing career at Jefferson City ranked first in
games played (103), minutes played (2,620), free thro w s
made (377) and free throws attempted (489). He also
ranked second in school history in points with 1,411
and third in rebounds with 641.

As a junior, McMahon averaged 14.0 ppg and 7.3
rpg and earned all-district and second-team all-state
honors in Class 4A. He led his team to the Missouri 4A
Final Four.

Last year, as a senior, McMahon earned all-district
honors, scoring more than 500 points in his final sea-
son for a 19.0 ppg average.
