Three-point Facts

As mentioned pre v i o u s l y ,
D e l a w a re has made at least one
t h ree-point field goal in each of
the last 405 games dating back
to Nov. 28, 1990. Bucknell was
the last team to hold Delaware
without a thre e - p o i n t e r. The
Bison held Delaware to 0-for-2 in
a 71-62 Bucknell win in East
Coast Conference play.

Putting that into proper per-
spective, f reshman Herb
Courtney turned six years old o n
the day that UD was last held
without a three-point field goal.

In all, Delaware has made at
least one three-pointer in all but
five games (515 out of 520
games) since the implementa-
tion of the three-point line
t h roughout the NCAA in 1986-
87. (Some conferences had an
experimental line before that.)

One of the five games that
UD failed to make a thre e - p o i n t
field goal was the very first
game the rule was in effect. It
wasn’t until Delaware’s second
game against Wa s h i n g t o n
College (MD) that Brad Heckert
made the first-ever 3-pt. field
goal by a Blue Hen. (It came on
Dec. 3, 1986 with 13:43 left in
the first half).

The current streak of 405
games was started by Mark
Haughton on Dec. 5, 1990
against St. Francis (PA). He hit a
t h ree-pointer from the left wing
with 4:22 remaining in the first
half. UD lost the game, 72-70.
That shot, however, began UD’s
c u r rent string.

F u r t h e rm o re, UD has con-
nected on 200 or more thre e -
pointers in each of the last five
seasons. The Blue Hens hit for
251 in 2000-01, breaking the
re c o rd of 243 from the 1999-
2000 season. The 1999-2000
total, broke the team re c o rd of
207 set in 1998-99.

UD has made 10 or more
t h ree-pointers 41 times (thre e
times this season) since the rule
was implemented. In fact, UD has
made five or more thre e - p o i n t-
ers in 122 of its last 144 games,
including 48 of the last 59.

Scoring 70
UD opened the season scoring

70 points in eight consecutive
games – a UD record.

The last time UD opened the
season scoring 70 in five straight
was 1998-99, when it scored 70-
plus in seven straight.

In fact, prior to this season,
UD scored 70 or more in the first
five games of a season only nine
times in school history.

Mike Slattery took over the starting point guard slot
the second half of his freshman season. The move start-
ed paying dividends almost immediately.

Slattery, a native of Philadelphia and product of
G e rmantown Academy, had 94 assists as a rookie. He
continued that play last season, while his minutes near-
ly doubled (from 19.7 as a freshman to 35.7). He led the
CAA in assists per game at 6.2, which also ranked No.
18 in Division I. He also ranked second in assist/TO
ratio (2.32).

Entering tonight’s game, Slattery is second in the
C A A in assists (6.0, also No. 21 in the nation enter-
ing the week) and is first the CAA in assist/TO r a t i o
at 2.65. He is also tied for ninth in steals (1.7).

Since taking over the starting slot as a freshman, i n
65 starts Slattery has 374 assists and just 154
t u rnovers... a 2.43 ast./TO ratio. In those 65 starts,
Slattery has only had a “minus” night (more TO’s
than assists) four times. Slattery has five or more
assists in 43 of his last 58 games, including 19 times
this season. He also has six games with 10 or more
assists in his care e r.

He is the fourth player to re c o rd 400 care e r
assists at UD, and only the second to do it before his
senior season. He now has 414 for his care e r.

During his care e r, he has played 2410 minutes and
committed 177 turnovers, which is less than thre e
t u rnovers per 40 minutes or one every 13.6 minutes.

Against UNC G re e n s b o ro last year, Slattery had a
c a re e r-high 15 assists. It was the most by a Blue Hen
in 20 years, tied for the second-highest single-game
total in UD history, and was a Carpenter Center re c o rd .

In that game, Slattery played all 40 minutes and had
15 assists versus just one turn o v e r. The 15 assists were
also one shy of a CAA re c o rd. He duplicated that per-
f o rmance in UD’s home win against William & M a r y ,
making Slattery was one of two players in the nation last
year to re c o rd multiple 15-assist games.

In 15 wins last season, Slattery had 103 assists (6.9
apg).  Slattery has 99 assists in UD’s wins this season
(6.6 apg), and 44 assists in UD’s losses (4.9 apg).

Of course, distributing the ball is nothing new to
Slattery. When he was at Germantown Acad., a big part
of his role was getting the ball to a couple of guys by the
names of Matt Wa l s h, who has made quite a name for
himself at Florida, Ted Skuchas, a redshirt freshman at
Vanderbilt, and Lee Melchioni, who is in his sophomore
season at Duke.

It is a good thing Delaware coach David Henderson

is young and healthy... because his team has given plen-
ty of reasons to be reaching for a defibulator this season.

D e l a w a re has played nine games this year, includ-
ing six of the last nine outings, where the outcome
of the game has been decided in the final five sec-
onds of regulation and/or overtime.

In addition, UD had been tied or trailing in the
second half in 15 consecutive games (including all
14 CAA g a m e s ) prior to the Feb. 16 win at home over
U N C Wi l m i n g t o n .

Overall, UD has trailed or been tied in the second
half of 19 of the 24 games this season.

Keeping it Interesting

D e l a w a re’s success has really just depended on
making baskets lately.

In David Henderson’s three-plus seasons, Delaware
is 64-49. In that span, 28 of 49 losses have come with
UD shooting under 40% from the field (9-28 when
shooting less than 40%).

At the other end of the spectrum, when UD shoots
better than 50%, it is 22-2 under Henderson.

Mike Ames is on the verge of becoming the most
p rolific three-point shooter in UD h i s t o r y .

Last year, the Phoenixville, PA p roduct became t h e
first Fightin’ Blue Hen to re c o rd 70 or more thre e
pointers in two seasons, which he did in consecutive
seasons (73 each of the last two years).

A m e s, who has had streaks of 14, 18 and 21 con-
secutive games with a three-pointer during the last two
seasons, has broken the UD c a reer three-point mark
with 220. Kestutis Marciulionis (pronounced Kuh-stoo-
tis Mar-sha-loe-nis) had 211.

A m e s, who is also approaching Marciulonis’ thre e -
point attempts re c o rd of 611, is shooting 40.3% for his
c a re e r, which ranks him fourth at UD.

The lone senior of the UD squad, Ames was named
to the coaches’ second-team All-CAA squad in the pre -
season and the media’s first-team All-CAA squad. H e
enters tonight’s game No. 4 in the CAA in scoring at
15.8 ppg. He leads the league in FT pct. (85.6%, No.
32 nationally at the start of the week) and is second
in 3-pt. FG percentage (41.4%), third in 3-pt. FGs per
game (2.3), and 15th in steals (1.4 spg).

Ames became the 22nd player at UD to surpass the
1,000 care e r-point mark earlier this season. He has
1,260 points thus far in his care e r, ranking him No.
9 at UD. In that, he has 63 double-figure games at UD
(18 this season), including 15 20-point games.

In addition, Ames has appeared in 90 consecutive
games and has made 78 consecutive starts, both are
the longest streaks among active Blue Hens.

Ready, Ames... Fire!

In recent seasons, Delaware has been a tough team
to beat when it has a halftime lead.

D e l a w a re has won 122 of the last 135 when lead-
ing at the half, including a 45-13 mark during head
coach David Henderson’s tenure .

That mark gets better when UD is at home. At the
BCC, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 79-9 when leading at
the half since the arena opened. UD has won 68 of
the last 74 at home when leading at intermission. 

Under David Henderson, Delaware is 27-4 when
leading at the half at home.

F u r t h e rm o re, if UD has lead of six points or more
at half, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 67-2 since
November 1997.

40-minute Men

The Blue Hens certainly love to play at the Bob
Carpenter Center.

Nicknamed “The Bob” by the UD student body,
D e l a w a re has won 73 of its last 88 games on its home
floor  and is 126-34 at home in “The Bob’s” 11-plus
s e a s o n s .

Courtney shot 8-for-9 from the field, including 3-
f o r-3 from three-point range. He scored 17 of his points
after the intermission, including five points on a pair of
field goals that ignited a Delaware 18-9 run over the
final two minutes of regulation to force overtime.

Courtney put himself in some good company
with his perf o rmance. It was the first double-double
by a UD f reshman since Mike Pegues had 11 points
and 10 rebounds against Florida on Dec. 1, 1996
(game was played in San Juan, PR).

It was the first 20-point game by a UD f re s h m a n
since Ty rone Perry scored 23 points at Duke on Dec.
9, 1995. 

It was the first 20-point, 10 rebound game by a
UD freshman since Anthony Wright had 20 points
and 11 rebounds at Lafayette on Jan. 17, 1990.

Courtney’s Coming Out

D e l a w a re’s backcourt trio of Mike Slattery,
David Lunn and Mike Ames are all ranked among
the CAA leaders in steals.

University of Delaware’s men’s basketball coach
David Henderson has announced the signing of
g u a rd / f o r w a rd Sam McMahon during the National
Letter of Intent program’s early signing period.

McMahon, 6-5 and 215 lbs., graduated fro m
J e fferson City HS in Missouri last season and is cur-
rently enrolled at Bridgton Academy in North Bridgton,
ME. A native of Lohman, Missouri, McMahon finished
his playing career at Jefferson City ranked first in
games played (103), minutes played (2,620), free thro w s
made (377) and free throws attempted (489). He also
ranked second in school history in points with 1,411
and third in rebounds with 641.

As a junior, McMahon averaged 14.0 ppg and 7.3
rpg and earned all-district and second-team all-state
honors in Class 4A. He led his team to the Missouri 4A
Final Four.

Last year, as a senior, McMahon earned all-district
honors, scoring more than 500 points in his final sea-
son for a 19.0 ppg average. 

At Jefferson City, McMahon played soccer, basket-
ball and baseball, including two seasons as a starting
p i t c h e r. He was considered by some as one of the Top 10
senior basketball players in the state last year.

Not Just Basketball Smart

Mike Ames, the lone senior on the UD squad, cel-
ebrated his 22nd birthday in UD’s outing against
Siena.

Ames had a near perfect birthday, scoring 17
points on 4-6 shooting from the field, including 4-4
from three-point range, and 5-6 shooting at the foul
line. The Phoenixville, PA native also had thre e
assists, three rebounds and two steals in 27 minutes
of action.

A Near-Perfect Birthday

Mike Ames has set two new UD re c o rds this sea-
s o n .

Over a span of two games in mid-January,
Ames connected on nine consecutive three-point
attempts, breaking the mark set by Billy Wells in
January 2001. Wells had made eight straight over
two games.

Ames went 5-for-5 from behind the arc in the sec-
ond half of UD’s win over James Madison, then fol-
lowed that up with a 4-for-4 first half from three-
point range in UD’s loss at Drexel.

Ames, who has moved into the Top 10 in
career scoring at UD, also broke UD’s career three-
pointer record, standing currently 220 three-point
field goals.

Ames Setting the Standard

The old saying is everyone has his/her 15 min-
utes of fame.

In the case of sophomore Chris Prothro, against
LIU it was 57 seconds of fame.

Prothro scored 10 points on three field goals and
two free throws in a span of 57 seconds in the first
half against Long Island University. Prothro finished
the first half with 16 points, five more than his previ-
ous career-high of 11, and finished the game with 21
points.

Prothro single-handedly carried the Blue Hens
through a 10-1 run to turn a 27-22 deficit into a 32-
28 lead. Delaware held that margin into the intermis-
sion, 47-43, before pulling away in the second half for
an 89-76 win over the Blackbirds.

Ironically, Prothro “staged” his fame in LIU’s
Schwartz Center – formerly the Brooklyn Paramount
Theatre (until 1962 when LIU converted into a gym).

His 57 seconds of fame

In Delaware’s loss at VCU, UD allowed 99 points,
the most since Feb. 26, 1995 (when New Hampshire
s c o red 113 in an overtime win).

The 58 first-half points were the most UD allowed
in a first half since since Jan. 10, 1986 (when Navy,
led by David Robinson, scored 59 against Delaware ) .

Entering tonight’s game, UD is shooting
69.8%, No. 2 in the CAA, from the line as a team.

Finding the FT Range

D e l a w a re picked up win No. 10 on the season
against William & Mary. It is the 22nd straight sea-
son that UD won at least 10 games (dating back to
1 9 8 1 - 8 2 ) . D rexel is the only CAA school with a longer
s t reak (30).

Got No. 10 Raphael Madera started the season-opener, mak-
ing him the first true freshman to start on opening
night for UD since Brian Pearl started at point
guard on opening night and just the fourth since
1972 when freshman gained eligibility.

Pearl started at point guard on Nov. 23, 1991
against Division III Washington College.

The last true freshman frontcourt player to start
on opening night was Barry Berger. Berger started the
opener on Nov. 27, 1984, also against Washington
College. He was joined in the starting line-up that
night by another true freshman, Taurence Chisholm.

Madera Starts the Opener

No wonder Rulon Washington’s nickname is
“Roo”. It might be short for Kanga-ROO.

Washington, a native of Jacksonville, FL,has a
40-inch vertical leap.

Washington graduated from Edward White HS in
the spring of 2001. However, he wasn’t recruited by
Division I schools (partially because he had four HS
coaches in four years), so he chose to stay in
Jacksonville and play in Grayson Marshall’s midnight
league. Marshall, a former Clemson player (1985-88),
called Henderson and put him onto “Roo.”

He has come into his own this season with sever-
al outstanding performances. Washington had 17
points off the bench on 7-8 shooting from the
field in Delaware’s season-opening win over Mt.
St. Mary’s. 

Washington opened the month of February with a
pair of good games. He had 20 points at Hofstra,
including six three-pointers, on Feb. 4. He followed
that up with 10 points and 10 rebounds i n
Delaware’s overtime win over Towson, his first dou-
ble-double.

Kanga-ROO

Robin Wentt is coming off a banner week, which
earned him CAA Co-Player of the Week honors.

Wentt had 17 points and 14 rebounds in
Delaware’s loss at Hofstra on Wednesday. He fol-
lowed that up with 16 points and 18 rebounds in
UD’s overtime win over Towson on Saturday.

His 18 rebounds against Towson were the most by
a Blue Hen since Jan. 12, 1997 when Greg Smith
snaired 21 boards against Vermont.

His 32 rebounds over a two-game span were
the most by a Blue Hen since February 1993 when
Spencer Dunkley grabbed 32 rebounds in a weekend
in Boston, against Boston University and
Northeastern. Earlier that season, Dunkley had 35
rebounds in a two-game span.

Wentt recorded his third straight double-dou-
ble with 10 points and 10 rebounds in UD’s win
over William & Mary ;ast Wednesday.

Wentt is coming off of a pair of shoulder surgeries.
He has suffered from re-occurring shoulder separa-
tions the last two seasons – one for each shoulder.
