PHILADELPHIA -- All-American point guard candi-
date Jameer Nelson scored 24 points, dished out seven
assists, and pulled nine rebounds and Saint Joseph'’s
broke open a close game with a 21-3 run midway
through the second half as the Hawks downed
Delaware...Delaware, coming off a 60-59 win over
defending lvy League champion Penn, could not make
it two straight against the Philadelphia Big Five as the
Hens fell to 2-2 on the season...Mike Slattery scored a
career-high 18 points and dished out six assists and
Mike Ames scored 14 points, including four three-
pointers to lead Delaware...Saint Joseph’s remained
perfect on the season at 6-0 as Pat Carroll added 18
points, hitting on five of six three-pointers, and
Dwayne Jones pulled a game-high 11 rebounds...the
Hawks shot 52 percent from the field for the game (30
of 58), including a sizzling 58.8 percent (20 of 34) in
the second half...Delaware looked sharp in jumping
out to 17-7 lead in the first six minutes of the contest
but things went cold quickly...the Hens then missed 19
of their next 21 shots from the field over a 13-minute
span, allowing Saint Joseph'’s to get back in the game
and take a 32-28 lead at halftime...the Blue Hens
stayed close in the second half, pulling to within five
points at 44-39 on a Maurice Sessoms free throw with
13:21 remaining...but Nelson immediately followed
with a three-pointer and added a jumper less than a
minute later to spark a 21-3 run that propelled the
Hawks to the win...a three-pointer by Slattery with
10:31 left was the Hens’ only score during a span of
nearly seven minutes...another Slattery three-pointer
with 6:28 broke the dry spell but Delaware was down
65-45 by that time...Nelson scored seven points in the
pivotal run while Carroll nailed two three-pointers dur-
ing the stretch to put the game away...Delaware lost to
the Hawks for the 17th time in the last 18 meetings
and remained winless in 15 trips to Philadelphia to
play the Hawks.

As Simple as Making Shots It Starts with Slatter

Delaware’s success has really just depended on
making baskets lately.

In David Henderson's three-plus seasons, Delaware
is 55-42. In that span, 25 of 42 losses have come with
UD shooting under 40% from the field (5-25 when
shooting less than 40%). In 10 of Delaware’s losses
last season, UD shot less than 40%.

At the other end of the spectrum, when UD shoots
better than 50%, it is 21-1 under Henderson.

Madera Starts the Opener

Raphael Madera started the season-opener, mak-
ing him the first true freshman to start on opening
night for UD since Brian Pearl started at point
guard on opening night and just the fourth since
1972 when freshman gained eligibility.

Pearl started at point guard on November 23,
1991 against Division Il Washington College.

The last true freshman frontcourt player to
start on opening night was Barry Berger. Berger
started the opener on November 27, 1984, also
against Washington College. He was joined in the
starting line-up that night by another true freshman,
Taurence Chisholm.

A Near-Perfect Birthday

Mike Ames, the lone senior on the UD squad,cel -
ebrated his 22nd birthday in UD’s last outing against
Siena.

Ames had a near perfect birthday, scoring 17
points on 4-6 shooting from the field, including 4-4
from three-point range, and 5-6 shooting at the foul
line.

The Phoenixville, PA native also had three assists,
three rebounds and two steals in 27 minutes of
action.

Henderson Hits 50

Delaware coach David Henderson won his 50th
game as a head coach in Delaware’s win at Mt. St.
Mary’s to open the season.

After his first three seasons, David Henderson
was 49-40. In comparison, since 1966-67, coaches in
their first three seasons at Delaware and when they
won their 50th game:

* Mike Brey was 50-38 (won 50 in 88 gms.)

« Steve Steinwedel was 42-41 (won 50 in 99 gms)
* Ron Rainey was 33-46 (won 50 in 141 gms.)

* Don Harnum, Sr. was 47-29 (won 50 in 80 gms.)
* Dan Peterson was 42-26 (won 50 in 83 gms.)

Mike Slattery took over the starting point guard slot
the second half of his freshman season. The move start-
ed paying dividends almost immediately.

Slattery, a native of Philadelphia and product of
Germantown Academy, had 94 assists as a freshman,
while playing just 19.7 minutes per game.

Slattery continued that play last season, while his
minutes nearly doubled (from 19.7 to 35.7). He led the
CAA in assists per game at 6.2, which also ranked No.
18 in Division I. Slattery also ranked eighth in the CAA
in steals (1.76) and second in assist/TO ratio (2.32).

Since taking over the starting slot as a freshman, in
49 starts Slattery has 275 assists and just 119
turnovers... a 2.31 ast./TO ratio. In those 49 starts,
Slattery has only had a “minus” night (more TO’s
than assists) four times. Slattery has five or more
assists in 30 of his last 42 games, including six times
already this season.

Against UNC Greensboro last year, Slattery had a
career-high 15 assists. It was the most by a Blue Hen
in 20 years and tied for the second-highest single-game
total in school history. It was also a Carpenter Center
record.

In that game, Slattery played all 40 minutes and had
15 assists versus just one turnover. The 15 assists were
also one shy of a CAA record.

Slattery, however, did not stop there. He had 17
points and 10 assists at Siena. In his 38 minutes, he
had just three turnovers.

He duplicated his 15-assist performance in
Delaware’s home win against William & Mary.
Slattery was one of two players in the nation last
year to record multiple 15-assist games. (LIU's
Antawn Dobie was the other.)

In UD’s 15 wins last season, Slattery had 103
assists (6.9 apg). Slattery has 38 assists in UD’s six
wins this season.

Of course, distributing the ball is nothing new to
Slattery. When he was at Germantown Acad., a big part
of his role was getting the ball to a couple of guys by the
names of Matt Walsh, who made a name for himself as
a freshman last year at U. of Florida, Ted Skuchas, a
redshirt freshman at Vanderbilt, and Lee Melchioni,
who is in his sophomore season at Duke.

Three-point Facts

As mentioned previously,
Delaware has made at least one
three-point field goal in each of
the last 389 games dating back
to Nov. 28, 1990. Bucknell was
the last team to hold Delaware
without a three-pointer. The
Bison held Delaware to O-for-2 in
a 71-62 Bucknell win in East
Coast Conference play.

Putting that into proper per-
spective, freshman Herb
Courtney turned six years old on
the day that UD was last held
without a three-point field goal.

In all, Delaware has made at
least one three-pointer in all but
five games (499 out of 504
games) since the implementa-
tion of the three-point line
throughout the NCAA in 1986-
87. (Some conferences had an
experimental line before that.)

One of the five games that
UD failed to make a three-point
field goal was the very first
game the rule was in effect. It
wasn’t until Delaware’s second
game against Washington
College (MD) that Brad Heckert
made the first-ever 3-pt. field
goal by a Blue Hen. (It came on
Dec. 3, 1986 with 13:43 left in
the first half).

The current streak of 389
games was started by Mark
Haughton on Dec. 5, 1990
against St. Francis (PA). He hit a
three-pointer from the left wing
with 4:22 remaining in the first
half. UD lost the game, 72-70.
That shot, however, began UD’s
current string.

Furthermore, UD has con-
nected on 200 or more three-
pointers in each of the last five
seasons. The Blue Hens hit for
251 in 2000-01, breaking the
record of 243 from the 1999-
2000 season. The 1999-2000
total, broke the team record of
207 set in 1998-99.

UD has made 10 or more
three-pointers 39 times (once this
season) since the rule was imple-
mented. In fact, UD has made
five or more three-pointers in
112 of its last 128 games,
including 38 of the last 43.

Scoring 70

UD has opened the season
scoring 70 points in eight con-
secutive games - a UD record.

The last time UD opened the
season scoring 70 in five straight
was 1998-99, when it scored 70-
plus in seven straight.

In fact, prior to this season,
UD scored 70 or more in the first
five games of a season only nine
times in school history.

His 57 seconds of fame

The old saying is everyone has his/her 15 min-
utes of fame.

In the case of sophomore Chris Prothro, against
LIU it was 57 seconds of fame.

Prothro scored 10 points on three field goals and
two free throws in a span of 57 seconds in the first
half against Long Island University. Prothro finished
the first half with 16 points, five more than his previ-
ous career-high of 11, and finished the game with 21
points.

Prothro single-handedly carried the Blue Hens
through a 10-1 run to turn a 27-22 deficit into a 32-
28 lead. Delaware held that margin into the intermis-
sion, 47-43, before pulling away in the second half for
an 89-76 win over the Blackbirds.

Ironically, Prothro “staged” his fame in LIU's
Schwartz Center — formerly the Brooklyn Paramount
Theatre (until 1962 when LIU converted into a gym).

Ready, Ames... Fire!

Mike Ames is on the verge of becoming the most
prolific three-point shooter in UD history.

Last year, the Phoenixville, PA product became the
first Fightin’ Blue Hen to record 70 or more three
pointers in two seasons... whats more he did in con-
secutive seasons (73 each of the last two years).

Ames, who has had streaks of 14, 18 and 21 con-
secutive games with a three-pointer during the last two
seasons, has 181 three-pointers in his collegiate
career. He needs 30 to tie Kestutis Marciulionis’ (pro-
nounced Kuh-stoo-tis Mar-sha-loe-nis) career record of
211 three-pointers.

Ames, who is also approaching Marciulonis’ three-
point attempts record of 611, is shooting 40.1% for his
career, which ranks him in the Top 10 at UD.

The lone senior of the UD squad, Ames was named
to the coaches’ second-team All-CAA squad in the pre-
season and the media’s first-team All-CAA squad.

Ames became the 22nd player at UD to surpass
the 1,000 career-point mark earlier this season. He
has 1,017 points thus far in his career. In that, he
has 52 double-figure scoring games at Delaware
(seven this season), including 11 20-point games.

In addition, Ames has appeared in 74 consecutive
games and has made 62 consecutive starts, both are
the longest streaks among active Blue Hens.

40-minute Men

In recent seasons, Delaware has been a tough team
to beat when it has a halftime lead.

Delaware is 109-18 since November 1997 when
leading at the half, including a 40-10 mark during
head coach David Henderson’s tenure.

That mark gets better when UD is at home. At the
BCC, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 75-9 when leading
at the half since the arena opened. UD has won 64 of
the last 70 at home when leading at intermission.

Under David Henderson, Delaware is 23-4 when
leading at the half at home.

Furthermore, if Delaware has lead of six points
or more at half, the Fightin’ Blue Hens are 65-2
since November 1997.

America this season. He is majoring in criminal jus-
tice.



No Splinters on this Squad

David Henderson has used his bench a lot during
his tenure at Delaware.

During Henderson's tenure, the UD bench has
scored in double-figures in 92 of 96 games.
Currently, Delaware’s bench has scored in double-
figures in 67 consecutive games. Delaware’s bench
was last held to less than 10 points on March 10, 2001
by Hofstra (8) in the America East title game.

Overall last season, Delaware’s bench averaged 25.1
ppy, 8.4 ppg more than the opposition. UD scored 20 or
more points off of the bench in 20 of 29 games.

In the 2001-02 season, UD’s bench averaged 28.3
ppg and scored 20 or more points in 27 of 30 games.

The trend has continued thus far this season,
despite the graduation of 6th man Ryan Iversen. UD
has gotten 20+ points from its bench in six of the
first eight games.

UD Inks McMahon to NLI

University of Delaware’'s men's basketball coach
David Henderson has announced the signing of
guard/forward Sam McMahon during the National
Letter of Intent program’s early signing period.

McMahon, 6-5 and 215 Ibs., graduated from
Jefferson City HS in Missouri last season and is cur-
rently enrolled at Bridgton Academy in North Bridgton,
ME. A native of Lohman, Missouri, McMahon finished
his playing career at Jefferson City ranked first in
games played (103), minutes played (2,620), free throws
made (377) and free throws attempted (489). He also
ranked second in school history in points with 1,411
and third in rebounds with 641.

As a junior, McMahon averaged 14.0 ppg and 7.3
rpg and earned all-district and second-team all-state
honors in Class 4A. He led his team to the Missouri 4A
Final Four.

Last year, as a senior, McMahon earned all-district
honors, scoring more than 500 points in his final sea-
son for a 19.0 ppg average.

At Jefferson City, McMahon played soccer, basket-
ball and baseball, including two seasons as a starting
pitcher. He was considered by some as one of the Top 10
senior basketball players in the state last year.

Finding the FT Range

Delaware had struggled at the free throw line
early on this season, although the percentage has
been coming up steadily. Entering tonight's game,
Delaware is shooting 69.2% from the line as a team.

However, UD has gotten it done when it counted
the most this season. For the season, UD is 43-58
(74.2%) inside the final two minutes of regulation and
all of overtime.

Delaware made 11 of 13 at the foul line inside
of the 2:00 mark of regulation, including overtime
against Mt. St. Mary’s. UD had only made 7 out of
20 at the foul line in the first 38 minutes of regula-
tion.

At American, David Lunn made 10 of 10, includ-
ing 8-0f-8 in the final 37 seconds, while the rest of the
team shot just 8-for-16 at the line for the game.

At UMBC, Delaware converted on 12 of 16 at the
line in the final two minutes. The team shot 25 of 32
for the game.

Show Them How Its Done

David Henderson’s teams have been good free
throw shooters in his first three seasons at Delaware.

Henderson showed at CAA media day that he
practices what he preaches. Henderson, who was a
70% free throw shooter in his career at Duke, made
all 10 of his free throw attempts to win the CAA’s
Charity Free Throw Shooting Contest.

The conference donated $500 in Henderson's
name to the “V” Foundation.

Now That's a Summer Job!

Dan DiNozzi has an interesting summer job.

DiNozzi, who earned a spot as a walk-on with the
team this year after serving as a student-manager
last season, works with the Wilmington Blue
Rocks, the Kansas City Royals’ Carolina League
affiliate, in the summer.

His duties include serving as Mr. Celery. Mr.
Celery is the Blue Rocks’ mascot that dances out
from behind home plate every time the Blue Rocks
score.

DiNozzi, whose brother is CAA Pole Vault
Champion Jon DiNozzi, has been Mr. Celery on the
weekends each of the last two baseball seasons.
