Benison Soars to New Heights
Sophomore guard Corinthia Benison
has become a dangerous offensive
weapon for the Blue Hens, and she
proved it yet again in UD’s 64-54 loss to
Bowling Green on Dec. 21. Benison
poured in a career-high 16 points, going
4-for-12 from the floor and 8-for-11
from the free-throw line. She also made
her presence felt on the glass, hauling
in a career-best six rebounds. Benison
has averaged 12.0 points and 3.3
rebounds over her last three games after
contributing 6.1 ppg and 2.3 rpg in the
previous seven.

DeHaven Stuffs the Stat Sheet
Senior guard Kyle DeHaven did it all in
the Hens’ 64-54 loss to Bowling Green
on Dec. 21, when she scored 12 points,
dished out five assists, matched her
season high with six steals, and added
two rebounds. DeHaven, a preseason
All-CAA second team pick, is averaging
11.3 ppg, 4.8 apg, and 3.5 spg, all team
highs.

Freshman guard Rocelia Cooper, a
walk-on from Germantown, MD who suf-
fered a head injury early in the season
and has yet to play in a game, will sit out
the remainder of the year and serve as a
student assistant with the UD coaching
staff. In high school, Cooper led Connelly
School of the Holy Child to a pair of
league titles.

Stealing The Show

Senior guard Kyle DeHaven matched
her season high with six steals in UD’s
64-54 loss to Bowling Green to bring her
career total to 345, fourth-best in CAA
history. With a second-half steal against
the Falcons - her fourth of the night -
DeHaven passed UD alum Tyresa Smith
for the fourth spot on the CAA list. She
has collected 28 steals this year for an
average of 3.5 per game. The three-time
CAA All-Defensive Team selection collect-
ed a league-high 99 steals last season
and averaged 3.1 steals per game, good
for 11th in all of Division I.

Home Sweet Home

The Blue Hens are 112-34 (.767) in the
Bob Carpenter Center under head coach
Tina Martin. UD went 77-11 (.875) at
home from the start of the 2000-01 sea-
son through the end of last year.

...But Lately, Homesick

The Hens have lost five of six games at
the BCC this year. Delaware has dropped
five straight at home for the first time
since a seven-game skid from Dec. 12,
1996 to Jan. 21, 1997.

Southern Hospitality

Delaware is 2-2 all-time against current
members of the powerful Southeastern
Conference, but the Hens have fared
quite well against SEC competition in
recent years. UD has won two straight
over teams from the SEC, a league that
has crowned seven national champions
and sent 30 teams to the Final Four in
the event’s 25-year history. In their last
match-up with an SEC squad, the Hens
rolled past No. 20 Kentucky, 86-70, in
the first round of the Odwalla Classic on
Nov. 20, 2006. Two years before that,
Delaware toppled Alabama by a 67-59

tally.

Another Test From The Top 25

UD will face its second top-25 opponent
of the season when the Hens take on
Arkansas, ranked 23rd in the nation in
the most recent ESPN/USA Today poll
(the Razorbacks are 27th in the
Associated Press poll). On Nov. 13, in just
their second game of the year, Delaware
dropped a 91-43 decision at No. 3
Maryland in the second round of the
Preseason Women’s National Invitation
Tournament. The Blue Hens are 2-26 all-
time against top-25 teams after defeating
No. 20 Kentucky and No. 22 James
Madison last season.

Banner Year

Last season was one to remember for the
Blue Hens, who tied a school record with
26 wins, toppled two top-25 teams in the
regular season, and earned an at-large
berth in the NCAA Tournament, where
they fell to Michigan State, 69-58, in a
hard-fought game. Senior guard Tyresa
Smith, who led the league with 19.8
points per game and finished a brilliant
career as the Hens’ No. 2 all-time scorer,
was named CAA Defensive Player of the
Year and first-team All-CAA.

Playing The Percentages

Delaware graduated three senior leaders
from last year in guards Tyresa Smith
and Alena Koshansky and forward
Chrissy Fisher. Numbers can't do justice
to the impact those three stars had on
the program, but they're a good place to
start. Last year, they accouted for 58.7
percent of the Hens' points, 49.6 percent
of their rebounds, and 53.8 percent of
their assists.

Off the Mark Behind The Arc

Delaware went just 1-for-7 (.143) from
three-point range in its loss to Bowling
Green on Dec. 21, and the Hens have
connected on just 21 of their 109 tries
from beyond the arc this year. The Blue
Hens’ .193 three-point field goal percent-
age ranks last in the CAA, and UD hasn’t
made five or more three-pointers in a
game since March 1 of last year.

Ballhawks

The Blue Hens collected 11 steals and
forced 19 turnovers in their loss to the
Falcons a week ago. The Hens have
forced 20.1 turnovers and made 10.2



steals per game this season, picking up
where they left off last year. Delaware's
'06-'07 success began with its defense, as
the Hens forced more turnovers (22.3 per
game) than any other CAA team and made
a league-high 424 steals. Three Blue Hens
- Kyle DeHaven, Tyresa Smith, and
Alena Koshansky - placed among the
league's top six in steals, as all three tal-
lied at least 80.

Around And Out

The Blue Hens have struggled to find the
basket this season, averaging a CAA-low
48.4 points per game. The school record
for lowest-scoring season was set in the
experimental year of 1970-71, when the
Blue Hens averaged 44.7 ppg. in their first
year as a varsity program. UD’s season
high is 55 points, a point total that the 11
other CAA teams have failed to reach only
14 times on the year.

New Faces

The Blue Hens welcome four true fresh-
men - guards Tesia Harris, Vanessa
Kabongo, and Gracie Palucis and center
Eva Riddick - to the fold. Redshirt fresh-
man Ariene Jenkins also joins the Hens,
who boast the CAA’s youngest roster with
five freshmen and three sophomores.
Kabongo has averaged 6.5 points this sea-
son to lead the newcomers, reaching dou-
ble figures four times, while Harris posted
career highs of 10 points and six boards
in the Hens’ loss to La Salle on Nov. 28.
Palucis poured in six points on two three-
pointers in the Delaware’s loss to
Quinnipiac on Dec. 18. Riddick, mean-
while, has made two starts and is pulling
down 2.8 rebounds per contest. Together,
the five newcomers are contributing 11.4
ppg, 7.7 rpg, and 1.1 apg.

Haven’t I Seen You Somewhere?
Experience and excellent credentials may
not be the only requirements needed to
coach at Delaware. Having a twin in the
family may also be a prerequisite. Head
coach Tina Martin and associate head
coach Jeanine Radice are both twins.
Martin has an idential twin sister, Teresa,
while Radice has a fraternal twin sister,
Julie.

Mean Streak

With its 64-54 defeat at the hands of
Bowling Green on Dec. 21, UD has lost
nine consecutive games for the first time
in school history. Delaware had previous-
ly dropped eight straight three times -
from Jan. 8-29, 1998, from Feb. 17 to
Nov. 28 of 1995, and from March 7, 1981
to Jan. 5, 1982. The Blue Hens’ 1-9 start
is the worst in program history.

Rimmed Out

The Blue Hens are shooting just .306 from
the floor this year, worst in the CAA. They
connected on just 16 of 46 shots (.348) in

their loss to Bowling Green on Dec. 21
and have shot below 35 percent in eight of
ten games.

Hens Will Miss Smith

Delaware said goodbye to the most deco-
rated player in school history in guard
Tyresa Smith, who graduated last year
and was selected by the Phoenix Mercury
in the second round of the WNBA Draft.
Smith, a two-time CAA Defensive Player of
the Year and first team All-CAA pick, fin-
ished her Blue Hen career at No. 2 on
UD’s all-time scoring list (1,635 points)
and as the school’s all-time leader in
steals (342). She ranks among the top 11
in UD history in points, rebounds, assists,
steals, blocks, field goals made, and free
throws made.

Irving’s No Long Shot

Senior forward Courtney Irving, who
scored six points on 1-for-2 shooting
against Bowling Green on Dec. 21, ranks
No. 1 on UD’s all-time list with a .512
career field goal percentage. She connect-
ed on 98 of 170 shots last year (.576) to
break a 15-year-old single-season school
record. Irving also ranks third in
Delaware history with a .827 career free-
throw percentage. This season, she’s
made 18 of her 36 field goal attempts
(.500) and 25 of 30 free throws (.833).

Twenty-Something

Delaware has won 20 or more games in
seven of its last eight seasons, amassing a
184-59 record in that span. The Hens had
recorded just four 20-win years in the pre-
vious 28.

Overboard

In Delaware’s loss to Bowling Green on
Dec. 21, BGSU outrebounded the Hens by
a 34-30 margin, the eighth time this sea-
son that the Hens have lost the battle of
the boards. Theyve been outrebounded
by an average of 7.1 boards per night on
the year. Delaware outmuscled other
teams by 1.9 rebounds per game last sea-
son.

A-OK Outside the CAA

The Hens have fared well outside the CAA
in recent years. Delaware is 33-18 (.647)
in non-league games since the start of the
2003-04 season, but the Hens have lost
11 of their last 12 match-ups outside the
conference.

National Power to Power Outage

Last season, UD ranked fourth in the
country in steals per game (13.3), tenth in
turnovers per game (13.6), 18th in scoring
defense (55.9 ppg), 19th in scoring margin
(12.9 ppg), 19th in winning percentage
(81.3%), and 50th in free throw percent-
age (73.7%). This year, the young Hens
have struggled against top-quality compe-
tition early, and their numbers aren’t

quite as impressive. UD ranks last in the
CAA in scoring offense (48.4 ppg), scoring
margin (-15.7 ppg), field goal percentage
(30.6%), three-point field goal percentage
(19.3%), assists (7.2 apg), assist-to-
turnover ratio (0.36), and three-point field
goals made (2.1 per game). Delaware
ranks in the bottom half of the CAA in 17
of the 18 team categories kept by the
league. Nationally, the numbers don’t look
any better. As of Dec. 16, Delaware
ranked 322nd of 326 Division I teams in
scoring, 311th in scoring margin, 322nd
in field goal percentage, 324th in three-
pointers made, 325th in assists per game,
and 318th in assist-to-turnover ratio. On
a more promising note, the Hens are 81st
nationwide in free throw percentage and
90th in steals.

Colonial Dominance

The Blue Hens have posted an 85-23
record in CAA play since they joined the
league in 2001-02. Only perennial power
Old Dominion (99-9) has won more con-
ference games in that span.

Tough Slate
In 2007-08, Delaware will face at least
seven teams — Delaware State, Maryland,

Louisville, Texas Christian, Bowling
Green, James Madison, and Old
Dominion - that made the NCAA

)

Tournament last year. Four of the Hens
first five opponents went to the Big Dance
a year ago.

Talking Turkey

In June, head coach Tina Martin, associ-
ate head coach Jeanine Radice, former
player Alena Koshansky, and current
players Courtney Irving and Kyle
DeHaven ventured to Turkey along with
members of the UD sports management
department. For eight days, the Blue Hen
representatives conducted clinics for
coaches and players as part of FIBA
Europe’s Year of Women’s Basketball
campaign.

It Runs In The Family

Freshman guard Tesia Harris, a Street &
Smith All-American as a high school sen-
ior last year, has basketball in her blood.
She is a cousin of Channing Frye, a for-
ward with the Portland Trailblazers.

NEWARK, DE -- Freshman guard Casey Morton
scored 14 points and Chena Parker added 13 to lead
the Maryland-Eastern Shore women's basketball
team to a 65-53 victory over Delaware on Thursday
night at the Bob Carpenter Center...sophomore guard
Corinthia Benison poured in a game-high 15 points
for the Blue Hens, who lost their seventh straight
game for the first time since an eight-game skid in
January of 1998...Delaware led 50-49 with 7:57 left in
the second half, but the Hawks (4-3, 0-0 MEAC) used
a 16-3 run in the final minutes to secure their second
straight win...UMES sizzled in the opening minutes,
scoring the first 13 points of the game to take a 13-0
lead on an April McBride three-pointer with 15:47 left
in the first half...the Hens were held scoreless for the
first 5:07 of play, as Maryland-Eastern Shore sank
five of its first eight field goal tries...a Kyle DeHaven
three-pointer ignited a 29-10 Blue Hen surge that for-
ward Courtney Irving capped with two free throws at
the 3:44 mark...Benison poured in 13 points during
the run, which put the Hens up 29-23...Delaware led
31-29 at intermission and kept the edge until the
Hawks reeled off ten unanswered points, taking com-
mand at 59-50 when Parker scored on a fast break
with 3:49 remaining...Delaware was held without a
field goal for the final 8:50...the Hens enjoyed their
most balanced offensive effort of the year, as four UD
players reached double figures for the first time since
a win over VCU on March 9 of last season...Irving fin-
ished with season highs of 14 points and eight
rebounds, while Mundy added 10 points and seven
boards...UD scored its most points since it put up 55
in a loss to Louisville on Nov. 23, but shot just 20.7
percent from the floor in the second half and 30.5 per-
cent for the game...DeHaven tallied 11 points, six
assists, and two steals in the setback, but she made
just three of her 16 shots from the floor...the Hens (1-
7,0-0 CAA) suffered their first loss to a team from the
Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference since 2001, when
they fell to Coppin State...they've now dropped three
consecutive games at home for the first time 1998.

NEWARK, DE -- Delaware cut a double digit deficit to
four with five minutes left, but red-hot Quinnipiac
pulled away and handed the Hens their eighth
straight loss...the Blue Hens (1-8) held a 36-32
rebounding advantage and converted 18 of 20 shots
from the foul line but couldn’t overcome 25 turnovers
and a night that saw them hit just 14 of 50 shots from
the field (4 of 19 in the second half)...Delaware, own-
ers of seven 20-win seasons in the last eight cam-
paigns, is off to the program’s worst start, surpassing
the mark of 2-7 by the 1981-82 squad...Quinnipiac (7-
1), which won its sixth straight game, got 18 points,
including four three-pointers, and five rebounds from
Mandy Pennewell while Brianna Rooney added 10
points...the Bobcats overcame 23 turnovers by con-
necting on 9 of 22 three-pointers...Kyle DeHaven led
the Blue Hens with 11 points, nine rebounds, five
assists, and three steals while sophomore forward
Ariene Jenkins collected a career-high nine points
and five rebounds...Delaware had a streak of 10
straight victories over Northeast Conference oppo-
nents snapped..the game marked the first-ever
meeting between the two schools...Pennewell scored
10 first half points to lead Quinnipiac, which led by as
many as eight points in the first half before the Hens’
Gracie Palucis hit a three-pointer just before the half-
time to give the Bobcats a 32-27 lead at intermis-
sion...the Hens battled back early in the second half,
outscoring Quinnipiac 9-3 over the first 3:26 to take a
36-35 lead on a three-point play by Irving with 16:34
remaining...the Bobcats answered with a 12-0 run to
take back control at 47-36 with 11:58 left as
Pennewell started the run with a jumper and ended
the streak with back to back three-
pointers...Delaware came back with a run of its own,

Green all it could handle until the Falcons pulled away
late...senior guard Kyle DeHaven matched her sea-
son-high with six steals, enough to move her past UD
alum Tyresa Smith for fourth on the all-time CAA list
with 345..BGSU took a 32-23 lead into the locker
room, but the Blue Hens wouldn't go quietly, as they
mounted a 10-0 charge to start the second half and
took a 33-32 lead on a three-point play by Benison
with 16:39 remaining...the teams traded baskets for a
few minutes until sweet-shooting BGSU off-guard
Lindsey Goldsberry canned a three and was fouled.
Goldsberry converted the four-point play, and fresh-
man guard Lauren Prochaska netted a three from the
opposite corner on the Falcons' next possession to
stretch her team's lead to 49-42 at the under-12 time-
out...UD went cold from the floor at that point, making
just two of 11 field goal attempts over the final 12-plus
minutes...the Falcons, usually a perimeter-oriented
squad, repeatedly pounded the ball into Breske, who
accounted for 10 of her team's final 15
points...DeHaven finished with 12 points and five
assists to go along with her six steals, while junior
guard Ethlynne Thomas returned to the line-up after a
two-game absence with seven points..."We just have
to learn how to finish," said twelfth-year UD head
coach Tina Martin, whose team fell to 1-9 on the sea-
son...Delaware limited Achter, BGSU's leading scorer
coming into the contest at 16.4 ppg., to five points,
but she made up for it with 10 assists...UD continued
to have success with its pressure defense, forcing 19
turnovers and making 11 steals, but the Hens
coughed it up 18 times and shot below 35 percent for
the eighth time in ten games.
