+Delaware has won the last two meetings with UNC Wilmington.The Seahawks downed the Blue Hens, 56-49, on January
12, 2003 at the Bob Carpenter. The UNCWilmington win snapped a seven-game winning streak and an 11-game home
winning streak. The loss was the Hens’ only home loss of the 2002-03 season.

*The last meeting between the Hens and the Seahawks on January 4, 2004 was the conference-season opener for both
teams. Despite pre-season CAAPIlayer of the Year Cherie Lea’s 22 points, the Hens downed the Seahawks 57-56 at Trask
Coliseum.

*Both teams enter today’s match-up after losing the previous contest. On Friday, Delaware fell to league-leading Old
Dominion 70-57 while UNCW was upended by William & Mary 70-63. UNC Wilmington has lost three-straight conference
contests, including a 58-48 loss to Towson on February 12. The win was Towson’s first conference victory of the season.
UNC Wilmington has not won since February 8, when it downed George Mason, 63-54.

*The Blue Hens snapped their four-game conference losing streak with a decisive win over Hofstra, 67-41, in Hempstead,
NY on Sunday. Delaware had not lost four consecutive conference games since February of 1998 when the Hens were still
in America East. The Hens suffered their worst loss of the season to James Madison on 2/1 (84-57), followed by losses to
Virginia Commonwealth on 2/5 (81-70), William & Mary on 2/8 (55-48) and James Madison on 2/12 (62-61).

*With the loss to William &Mary on 2/8, the loss to James Madison on 2/1, and the loss to Old Dominion on 2/20, the
Hens were swept by three different conference opponents for the first time since the 1998-99 season, when they were swept
by Vermont, Drexel and Maine in America East play. Last year, the Hens were not swept by any conference opponent in
the regular season. In the previous three seasons, Delaware has only lost seven total conference games (17-1 in 2000-01, 15-
3in 20001-02, 15-3 in 2002-03).

$With the win over Hofstra on 2/15, the Hens completed their first opponent sweep of the season. The Hens handled the
Pride, 78-47, on January 15.

Spreading the Wealth

Delaware had four of its five starters score in
double-figures against Towson on 1/29 (Hayes
- 15, Young - 15, Malcom -11, Sailer - 11).
Delaware has had four or more scorers with
double-digit point totals on six occasions this
season. Against Virginia Commonwealth on
1/18, Delaware had a season-high five players
with 10 or more points (Hayes - 12, Young - 12,
Malcom - 10, Koshansky - 10, Sailer - 10). It was
the first time five Blue Hens had scored in dou-
ble-figures since a win over Drexel on February
4,2001.

More on the Delaware “D”

+Delaware is tops in the CAA in scoring
defense in 2003-04 with an average opponent
scoring total of 57.3 ppg. The Blue Hens also
rank 21th in the nation in scoring defense.

+Following two back-to-back double-digit
losses to William & Mary and Old Dominion,
the Blue Hen defense made a statement versus
Hofstra, holding the Pride to 15 points in the
first half and without a field goal for the first 12
minutes of the contest.

*The 25 points that Loyola scored against
Delaware on December 14 is the lowest oppo-
nent point total in the CAAIn the last five years.
Delaware held the Greyhounds to just seven
points in the first half, which was one of the
lowest half-time scores in all of Division |
women'’s basketball this season. As of
December 20th, only Florida State and
Vanderbilt have held teams to fewer points in a
half. The Seminoles and the Commodores held
Savannah State to three and six points in the
first half, respectively.

*Delaware’s defense allowed Navy only four
points in the first 12 minutes of the first half
back on December 5. Delaware held the Mids
scoreless for the first 2:30 of the game, as it
began the game on a 9-2 run.

+Against Manhattan, Delaware held the
Jaspers to just three points in the final 7:04 of
the second half.

+The Hens held St. John’s to 15 points at the
half, which was the lowest opponent half-time
score -- before the Loyola win on 12/14 -- since
December 8, 2001 when the Blue Hens held
Centenary to 14 points in the first half.

+UNC Wilmington only scored 14 points in
the first half vs.UD on January 4, which was
then the Seahawks’ season-low for points in a
half.

+Delaware held Hofstra to just 17 points in the
second half (a UD season-low), including hold-
ing the scoreless for the final four minutes of the
contest.

Big Shots

Freshman point guard Liz Hayes has been hit-
ting the important shots this year for the Blue
Hens. On two occasions (Richmond & Drexel),
Hayes has hit a three-pointer at the end of reg-
ulation to send the contest to an extra session.
Hayes has also scored in double-figures on
seven occasions this season, including a
career-high 17 points against St. John’s, shoot-
ing 6-9 from the field and 3-4 from long-range.
Hayes is averaging 7.1 ppg, fourth-best on the
team. She also leads the team in made three-
pointers with 27 (27-82, .329 pct.), which puts
her 10th in made three-pointers in UD program
history.

Young in 2003-04

Junior forward Tiffany Young’s improvement
as a player is obvious. After averaging just 1.8
ppg in 02-03, Young has stepped it up 2003-04.
Before this season, Young had never scored in
double-digits. Now, Young has had two twenty-
point performances and two double-doubles
with 12 points and a career-high 14 rebounds
against William & Mary on January 9 and 12
points and 14 rebounds against Virginia
Commonwealth on January 18. As Delaware’s
second-leading scorer (11.5 ppg), she tallied her
first 20 point game against Fairfield in the
championship game of the Coca-Cola Classic,
earning her a spot on the all-tournament team.
Against Manhattan, Young reached the 20 point
mark for the second time, surpassing it with 21
points and 11-14 shooting from the foul line.

The DishFactor

In 2001-02 and 2002-03, the Blue Hens recorded
a 27-1 record when they had more or equal the
assist total of their opponent. The Hens are now
6-1 when they win the assist battle in 2003-04.

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Hitting the Freebies

The Blue Hens are shooting 70.4 percent from the
foul line this season, ranking second in the CAA.
Liz Hayes, JulieSailer, Tiffany Young, Tiara
Malcom and Amanda Blackstone are all shoot-
ing over 70% from the charity stripe. Malcom,
Sailer, and Young rank in the top 10 in the league
in free throw percentage. Delaware has connected
on 411 of 585 attempts and averages over 18
points from the foul line per game. Delaware has
not shot lower than 57.7 percent from the foul line
(vs. IMU on 2/12) this season. The solid shooting
is no surprise as Delaware led the CAA in free
throw percentage in 2002-03 with 73.4%.

There’s No Place Like Home

Having four home-losses in a season is somewhat
of an anomaly for the Blue Hens. The last time the
Hens lost four games at home in the same season
dates back to the 1998-99 when they were still in
America East Conference. Despite its four losses
this season at home, Delaware’s home record is
nothing to scoff at. Since the 1999-00 season, the
Blue Hens are 52-7 at the Bob Carpenter Center.
To put that into perspective, Delaware has won
over 89% of its home contests over the last four
years and over 74% of its home games in the past
seven years.

Delaware Basketball Tradition

Over the past four years, the Delaware women’s
basketball team has recorded four consecutive
20-win seasons (21-8 in 1999-00, 26-5 in 2000-01,
23-7 2001-02, & 22-9 in 2002-03). Delaware has
amassed 108 wins in the last five years, ranking
32nd among all Division Iwomen’s basketball
programs for wins (entering the 2003-04 season).
In addition to the numerical success, the Blue
Hens have advanced to three consecutive post
season tournaments, appearing in the NCAA
Regionals in 2001 and in the WNIT in 2002 and
2003. The Hens need to win their remaining four
regular-season games, and at least two game in
the CAAtournament to secure a fifth 20-win sea-
son.

A December to Remember

Delaware completed the month of December with a
perfect 5-0 record. The Blue Hens made it through
the month of November with a 3-1 record, improv-
ing on last year’s November record of 0-3.In the
past two Decembers, Delaware has compiled a per-
fect 10-0 mark.

It's My Party

Freshman Alena Koshansky’s 19th birthday has
the potential to be extra sweet. If the Hens
advanced to the conference finals, Delaware
could vie for the conference championship on
Koshansky’s 19th birthday (3/13). Geneva
Livingston (1/1), Arek Deng (1/13), and Tiara
Malcom (1/24) recently celebrated birthdays.

The Leftovers from 2002-03

Even though the numbers below do not seem
very promising, the Blue Hens are used to pick-
ing up scoring slack when teammates have left
the nest. In the last three seasons, Delaware has
lost five 1,000 point scorers. Also, going into the
2002-03 season, the squad had lost over thirty
percent of their scoring from 2001-02 and still
managed to finish 22-9.

The former standout point guard returns
to Delaware this year in a new capacity--assistant
coach. Timmins, who will earn her bachelor’s
degree in health and exercise sciences from
Delaware inDecember, averaged 6.4 points last
season and ranked among the CAAleaders in
assists (91) and steals (28). She also played in 111
games as a Blue Hen (8th all-time). Timmins also
joins another fellow Delaware grad and standout
player turned assistant coach, Tyrone Perry.
Perry, in his fifth year coaching at UD, was an
assistant with the men’s team for two years and is
now entering his third season with the women’s
basketball team.

Center Arek Deng is one of eight children, and
basketball must run in her family’s genes. Her
older brother, Ajou, played for the Fairfield bas-
ketball team while her younger brother, Luol, a
freshman at Duke, is considered one of the
nation’s best rookies -- if not the best -- in the class
of 2003-04.
