Koshansky had four assists, five steals, and no turnovers in the game. Drexel received a double-double from
Catherine Scanlon with 16 points and 11 boards while Narissa Suber added 15 points and Katrina Martin
tossed in 10 points.

Last time out for the BlueHens: The Blue Hens fell to Towson by a score of 68-59. In that game Delaware
received a double-double from Tiffany Young with 19 points and 10 rebounds while Tiara Malcom tied her
season-high with 11 rebounds. Alena Koshansky added a career-high nine rebounds and eight points on the
afternoon.

Last time out for the Dragons: Drexel defeated Hofstra by a score of 63-54 on Sunday afternoon for its sixth
win in its last seven games. Catherine Scanlon knocked down 22 points on Sunday while Katrina Martin
added a double-double with 21 points and 10 rebounds.

NEWARK, DE (Feb. 20) ~ Towson freshman guard Alis Freeman recorded team-highs of 16 points, eight
rebounds, and seven assists and Kelli Talbot and Kelly Robinson each hit for 13 points as the Tigers built a
15-point first half lead and held off a late Delaware charge...league-leading Delaware (20-4, 13-2 CAA) lost
to Towson for the first time since 1999-00 after 10 straight wins...the Tigers (14-12, 7-8 CAA) snapped a two-
game losing streak...the Hens lost for the second time in the last three games...Tiffany Young came off the
bench to tie her season-high with 19 points while pulling 10 rebounds, Tyresa Smith added 11 points, Tiara

Malcom contributed nine points and a team-high 11 rebounds, and Alena Koshansky chipped in with eight
points and a career-high nine rebounds...Delaware outrebounded Towson by a wide 46-31 margin but was hurt by 20
turnovers and 33.9 percent shooting (20 of 59) from the field...Towson helped itself by hitting 7 of 13 shots from beyoung the
three-point arc with Robinson and LaShay Rose each converting three three-pointers...Delaware, which is 9-2 at home this sea-
son, has suffered consecutive losses at home for the first time since last February but still has won 18 of its last 20 games over-
all and 17 of its last 19 regular season conference games...Towson never trailed the entire day as the Tigers broke out to a 12-2
lead in the first three minutes of play and eventually built the lead to 15 points at 35-20 on a layup by Freeman with 2:21 left in
the stanza...Towson took a 35-22 lead at intermission...the Hens trailed by double digitsthe entire second half before two free
throws by Young and a layup by Smith with 7:38 left cut the Towson lead to 46-40...Delaware closed to within four points at
50-46 with 6:38 remaining as Koshansky hit consecutive three-pointers...but that would be as close as the Hens would get as
Towson followed with a 7-2 run to up the lead back to nine pointsand increased it to 10 at 62-52 on a layup by Tierra Jackson
with 2:05 left...Towson then hit six free throws in the final 1:04, including three by Freeman, to ice the game

*Delaware and Drexel have about half of the top free throw shooters in the CAA. Kira
Karlstrom is ranked second making 85.5% while Tiffany Young and Alena Koshansky
are ranked fourth and fifth. Tiara Malcom is ranked ninth at 79.7% while Katrina
Martin and Catherine Scanlon occupy the 10th and 12th rankings for Drexel.
Delaware’s Julie Sailer rounds out that group by shooting 72.7% and ranking 14th.

Records Watch

Senior Tiara Malcom ranks seventh with
1,416 points among the career scoring leaders
at Delaware. She needs 31 points to break
into the top five. Malcom needs to make 26
more free throws to rank in a tie for first on
the CAA all-time list in that catetgory.
Malcom has recorded 16 double-doubles in
her career ( UDis 12-4 in those games).
Malcom is also closing in on the record for
most games played in a career, which is 119.
If the current streak holds out Malcom would
be able to tie the record in the CAA
Tournament by playing two games in the
tournament. Fellow senior Julie Sailer needs
29 points to reach the 1,000 career point
plateau. She would become the 20th
Delaware women'’s basketball player to score
1,000 points in a career. Sophomore Tyresa
Smith needs 10 more steals to tie the school
record for steals in a season at 91.

Take Two

With the win over Old Dominion on Friday
night, Delaware was able to sweep the regu-
lar season series from the Lady Monarchs.
Delaware is just the second team and the first
since the 1991-92 Richmond team to sweep
the Lady Monarchs in regular season play
while they were a member of the CAA.

The Blue Hens are 18-2 during their last 20
games and one of the keys to that succcess is
their stiffling defense. The Hens have kept 18
out of their 20 opponents during this stretch
under 60 points for the game. In fact, the 70
points allowed to Old Dominion marked the
first time this year, the Hens had surrendered
70 points in a game. Even more impressive,
they are forcing their opponents to turn the
ball over an average of 21.2 times per game
during the streak.

Ranking the Hens Nationally

As a team, this year’s Blue Hens squad ranks
in the top 50 nationally in several different
categories. Delaware is 22nd in scoring
defense allowing 55.2 points per game and
33rd in scoring margin, outscoring its
opponets by 10.7 points per game. The Blue
Hens rank 20th in field goal percentage
defense at 35.7% and 22nd in free throw per-
centage at 74.8%. The team is 15th in won loss
percentage ranking at 83.3% and when it
comes to steals as their 10.7 steals per game is
48th in the country. Sophomore Tyresa Smith
is ranked 12th in the country with 3.4 steals
per game.

This is the second year in a row
that Sailer has been named to the second
team. The CoSIDA Academic All-American
team honors athetlets for their performances
both on the court and in the classroom.

Gaining Some Attention

The USA Today/ ESPN/ WBCA Women’s
Basketball Top 25 Poll was released on
Tuesday and the Blue Hens received 3 votes
in this week’s poll. This marks the sixth time
this season, the Blue Hens have received
votes and the fifth time that the Hens have
received multiple votes.

If it’s Free, I’ll make it

The Blue Hens proved why they are deadly
from the foul line in their game against
Hofstra. The Hens went 27 of 28 from the foul
line in that game and the starters were 16 of
16 in that game. The Hens followed that up
by shooting 91%from the line vs. William &
Mary. The Blue Hens have three players
ranked in the top 10 of the CAAIn free throw
percentage as they are currently shooting
74.8% from the line. Alena Koshansky is
shooting .813 from the line while Tiffany
Young is shooting .826 from the line, and
Tiara Malcom is shooting .797.

Sophomores Tyresa Smith and Alena
Koshansky have been a large part of the Blue
Hens success this season. Smith is the second
leading scorer on the team with 11.0 ppg and
4.8 rpg. Smith has also dished out a team
leading 76 assists, 8 blocks, and 81 steals.
Smith established the first double-double of
her career vs. StonyBrook. She scored in
double figures in six straight games and was
named to the All-Tournament Team at
Lehigh. Koshansky has been deadly both
from three point range (33 of 85) and from
the foul line (52 of 64). Koshansky’s four
three pointers vs. Georgetown were just one
shy of her career best. Koshansky also had a
career-high seven assists vs. Old Dominion.

Four Times and Counting

Senior Tiara Malcom was named the CAA
Women’s Basketball Player of the Week on
January 17. Malcom received that honor for
the fourth straight week. Malcom earned
Player of the Week honors just once last year
after the Hens overtime win at Drexel.

Reaching for the Top

The Blue Hens were selected second in the
CAAPre-season Media Poll while senior for-
ward Tiara Malcom was selected the
league’s Pre-season Player of the Year.

Katie Kline
was a McDonald’s All-American nominee on
her way to scoring 2,110 points and grabbing
1,100 rebounds at Pennsville High School in
New Jersey.

Picking Up Where She Left Off

Senior forward Tiara Malcom has picked up
right where she left off last season. Malcom
leads the team with 15.8 ppg and 6.8 rpg so
far this season. She has scored in double fig-
ures in all of the games this season but the
two (VCU and Towson). Malcom recorded
double-doubles vs. La Salle with 24 points
and 10 rebounds and another one vs. UNCW
with 23 points and 11 boards and another
one vs. William & Mary with 12 points and
11 boards. She has played in 114 consecutive
games and the Blue Hens own a 84-30 mark
with Malcom in those contests.

Center Arek Deng is one of eight children
and basketball must run in her family’s
genes. Her older brother, Ajou, played for
the Fairfield basketball team while her
younger brother, Luol, is a member of the
Chicago Bulls who is averaging 12.7 points
per game in 49 NBA contests so far this sea-
son and was an All-American at Duke.

Malcom and Young teamed up again to lead
the Hens to the victory over Lehigh. Malcom
followed up her 21 points vs. Alabama with
14 points and a career high six assists vs.
Lehigh. Young came off the bench to record
the double-double with 12 points and 10
boards. Once again, it was the senior duo of
Young and Malcom that helped the Blue
Hens gain the victory over Drexel. Young
recorded her second double-double of the
year with 18 points and 11 boards while
Malcom chipped in 15 points.

December to Remember

The Blue Hens put a wrap on the month of
December by winning the Christmas City
Classic at Lehigh. While in the past two sea-
sons Delaware has gone 5-0 in the month of
December, this December did not start out so
hot, with the Hens falling to Weber State.
