Last time the Blue Hens and Stags met: These two teams met just last year and the Blue Hens were led by
the backcourt duo of Tiffany Young and Tiara Malcom. In that game, Young scored what was then a career
best 20 points while Malcom contributed 14 points and 11 boards on her way to being named the tournament
MVP. The Stags received 13 points in that game from Schrene Isidora.

Last time out for the BlueHens: Delaware defeated UNC Greensboro in the consolation game of the Fiesta
Bowl at the University of Arizona. The Blue Hens who were trailing at the half, used a 20-0 run in the second
half to pull away for the win. Seniors Tiara Malcom and Tiffany Young each scored 17 points for the team lead
in that category.Young led the Hens on the boards with eight of them while Malcom and Julie Sailer each had
seven.

Last time out for the Stags: Fairfield is coming off a 83-68 loss to Manhattan on Sunday. In the game, senior
Janelle McManus scored 15 points and recorded the 1,000 point of her career. Candice Lindsay recorded a
double-double with 22 points and 11 rebounds.

TUCSON, AZ (Dec. 5) ~ Tiffany Young and Tiara Malcom each recorded a team high 17 points to lead
Delaware in a come-from-behind victory in the consolation round of the Fiesta Bowl Classic at Arizona...the
Blue Hens(3-2) shot for 33.3 percent and trailed 34-30 at the half but held their opponents scoreless from
nearly 11 minutes in the second stanza, going on a 20-0 run to take a commanding 52-37 lead with 8:24 left in
the game...Malcom led the charge with seven points connecting on two of four shots from the field and three
of four free throws...Delaware shot 38.6 percent overall hitting 22 of 57 shots from the field and 23 of 29 from
the line...the Blue Hens were led by Young who notched a season high 17 points off the bench and Malcom

who matched that total and earned a spot on the All-Tournament team...Young shot six for 10 from the paint going five for six
from the line and led the team with eight rebounds coming from the bench...Malcom went four for eight from the field and
nine for 10 from the line, grabbed seven rebounds and posted two blocks...Julie Sailer also pulled down seven rebounds while
Tyresa Smith tallied two blocks and a steal...UNC Greensboro(1-4) led by Jasmine Byrd, shot 46 percent for the game going 10
for 29 in the first half and 13 for 21 in the second...Byrd shot nine of 18 from the field including three long distance buckets and
was perfect at the free throw line shooting two for two for 24 total points...Shanika Jackson and Caroline Blair led the Spartans
rebounding efforts with six apiece while Jackson added a steal...each team received outstanding play off the bench with 19
points each while UNCG led the way in fast break points with 10, second chance shots with 11, and points from turnovers
with 18...meanwhile Delaware held its’s own in the paint, leading the category with 16 conversions.

She needs 66 points to move into
the top 10 and 332 points to break into the top
five. Malcom has recorded 13 double-doubles
in her career ( UD is 9-4 in those games).
Fellow senior Julie Sailer needs 152 points to
reach the 1,000 career point plateau. She
would become the 20th Delaware women’s
basketball player to score 1,000 points in a
career. Head coach Tina Martin needs five
wins to reach 150 career wins all-time at
Delaware.

Reaching for the Top
The Blue Hens were selected second in the
CAAPre-season Media Poll while senior for-
ward Tiara Malcom was selected the league’s
Pre-season Player of the Year. Malcom was
joined on the first team by Shareese Grant of
Old Dominion, Amaka Agugua of Hofstra,
Lesley Dickinson of James Madison, and
Kacy O’Brien of Towson.

Going Deep
Sophomore Alena Koshansky is making the
shots from behind the arc so far this season.
Koshansky is 10-18 from three point range so
far this season for a percentage of .556. She is
tied for first in the CAAin three point field
goal percentage and in three point field goals
made. Koshansky’s .556 percentage ranks her
14th in the nation in that category. Koshansky
went 4-for-7 from three point range on
Saturday at Georgetown which was just one
shy of her career best from that area. 

Stupendous Sophomores
S o p h o m o res Tyresa Smith and A l e n a
Koshansky led the way in the Blue Hens vic-
tory over Stony Brook on Tuesday night.

Smith scored 18 points and grabbed 10
rebounds for her new career highs and the
first double-double of her career. Koshansky
has been on fire from three point range in the
last two games. She went 3-5 from behind the
arc on her way to scoring 15 points against
Stony Brook. This followed up the game in
which she scored 13 on 4-of-7 shooting from
three point range against Georgetown. Smith
is ranked 45th in the nation in steals per game
while Koshansky is ranked 14th in three-
point field goal percentage.

Defense Delivers
Delaware basketball is known for its defense.
The Blue Hens held seven teams under 50
points in 2003-04 and came away with a 7-0
mark in those games. Delaware continued
this trend with its win over Loyola (MD) to
start this season. Delaware has led the CAA
the last two seasons in scoring defense and is
fifth in the league this year.

Delaware Basketball Tradition
Delaware women’s basketball has recorded
six consecutive winning seasons, a seventh
would be a program record. The program
has recorded 20-win seasons in three of its
last  four campaigns and has made postsea-
son tournament appearances three times in
the last four years. 

There’s No Place Like Home
Having four home losses in a season is some-
what of an anomaly for the Blue Hens. The
last time the Hens lost four games at home in
the same season dates back to 1998-99 when
they were still in the America East confer-
ence. Despite its four losses last season at
home, Delaware’s home record is nothing to
scoff at. Since the 1999-00 season, the Blue
Hens are 55-7 at the Bob Carpenter Center.
Delaware has won over 88% of its home con-
tests over the last four years (42-6) and over
72% in the last seven years (70-15).

The Maryland Connection
For the second time in three years, the Blue
Hens will welcome a transfer from the
University of Maryland to the Carpenter
Center. Two years ago it was center Arek
Deng joining the Blue Hen mix. This year its
forward Chrissy Fisher joining the squad.
Fisher will have to sit out this season due to
N C A A transfer rules but should pro v i d e
depth in the backcourt next year.

Black is Golden for the Hens
Amanda Blackstone has made her impact
felt in two games this season for the Blue
Hens. In the first game against Loyola (MD),
Blackstone scored six points and grabbed
two rebounds. Against Georg e t o w n ,
Blackstone provided a spark off the bench,
pouring in 14 points and pulling down nine
boards. She tied for the team lead in both of
those categories on Saturday and her 14
points were just three shy of her career-best. 

Impressive Resume
This year’s freshman class brings an impres-
sive resume to the Delaware basketball pro-
gram. Melissa Czorniewy scored over 1,000
points at Holy Angels in New Jersey and was
a McDonald’s All-American finalist.
Courtney Irving was the first player at
Wilmington Charter here in Delaware to
score 1,000 points in a career. Katie Kline
was a McDonald’s All-American nominee on
her way to scoring 2,110 points and grabbing

Malcom
just missed recording the double-double in
the game against Georgetown with 14 points
and nine rebounds. She has played in 95 con-
secutive games and the Blue Hens own a 67-

Center Arek Deng is one of eight children
and basketball must run in her family’s
genes. Her older brother, Ajou, played for
the Fairfield basketball team while her
younger brother, Luol, is a member of the
Chicago Bulls who is averaging 16.7 points
per game in six NBAcontests so far this sea-
son and was an All-American at Duke.

After playing the first two games of the year
during the day, the Blue Hens opened the
night time part of their schedule with a huge
83-58 win over Stony Brook. In the past two
season s the Blue Hens have compiled a
mark of 23-14 in night games. Delaware has
a slightly better mark in games played dur-
ing the day at 18-6 over the last two years.
